Study Permit & Visa/eTA

After your acceptance to your school, follow these steps to
obtain your student visa for study in Canada:

1) Follow the instructions for your country.
http://www.cic.gc.ca/english/study/study.asp

2 ) Some countries need a Visa to travel to Canada. Other countries
need an eTA (Electronic Travel Authorization) to travel to Canada.
The Visa or eTA will be issued to you at the same time as your
Study Permit. You do not have to submit a separate application.

3) Once your Study Permit is approved, you will receive a letter of
introduction from Immigration Canada. Bring this letter with you.

4) If your Study Permit is denied, you may reapply again according to
the Canadian immigration instructions. You may need to defer
your attendance. Please contact ESLI at Arrival Preparation Page
select Defer/Cancel option

Entering Canada

Before you leave for Canada, make sure that you have:

Passport

Visa or eTA

Letter of introduction for Study Permit from
Government of Canada

Acceptance letter from your school

ESLI acceptance/welcome letter (make sure
you note your school’s contact information)
Proof of financial support

Make 2 copies of your documents. Leave one copy with your family at home and keep a
copy with you. Do notput any of these documents in your checked baggage!

Before you arrive in Canada and while you are still on the airplane, you will be given a
form to record your arrival into Canada. This form is called a Customs Declaration Card
(E311).

On the Customs Declaration Card (E311), report if you are bringing any food products
into Canada.

On the Customs Declaration Card (E311), report if you are bringing more than $10,000
Canadian dollars into Canada.

Arrival at the Port of Entry (POE) in Canada

When you arrive in Canada a border services officer (CBSO) will greet you. The officer will ask to
see your passport or travel documents.

The CBSA officer will give you the Study Permit
Make sure you have all of your documents
when you leave the airport.
